How are sponsorship funds used?
The KidWind Challenges in Kansas are coordinated by the Kansas Energy Program (KEP) and
made possible through a partnership with the Kansas Corporation Commission and a grant from
the U.S. Department of Energy. Because grant funds can only be used for certain expenses, KEP
relies on funding from sponsors for items including, but not limited to the following:

e Reimbursing teachers if they must pay for a substitute while attending the events
